® Medicine will be safely disposed of by incineration.




Safe Disposal of Household Medicine

Do NOT flush medicine
down the toilet or pour
it down the drain!

Why shouldn’t | flush medicine?
Medicine can interfere with wastewater treatment plant operations.

For example, antibiotics can destroy the beneficial bacteria used to treat
organic matter. Also, treatment facilities were not designed to remove
medications, so medicine could pass through the facility and potentially
harm plants or fish downstream or even end up in our water supply.

What should | do with unwanted or expired medicine?
Take medicine to an Operation Medicine Cabinet drop-off location
(see reverse) or dispose of it in the trash.

Is it safe to throw medicine in the trash?

Yes, but prior to disposal, take a few minutes to secure
the medicine to reduce the risk of medication falling
into the wrong hands or being mistakenly ingested:

1. Package: Keep medicine in its original container to
help identify the contents in case of accidental ingestion.

2. Privacy: Mark out the patient’s name and prescription number.

3. Treatment: " Treat” pills by adding water or soda to dissolve them.
For liquids, add something absorbent such as cat litter or dirt.

4. Seal: Close the lid and secure with duct or packing tape. Place
the bottle inside an opaque (non-see-through) container such as
a coffee can or plastic laundry bottle. Tape the container closed.

5. Hide: Conceal the container inside a trash can. Do not place it
in a recycle bin.
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
